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Summary
Access to TEI’s Visual Studio Team System
This document is to assist you in accessing TEI’s Team System on your computer. These instructions are written to match Internet Explorer 7.  Other versions of Internet Explorer or other browsers (Firefox, Mozilla) may not follow these steps exactly but they should support updating certificates in some manner. Please follow each section.

Installing the Security Certificate

Section 2 
Setting up the Host IP
The TFS server “Hawking” needs to be mapped to the external IP address which is “98.117.59.37”.  
1) Navigate to C:\windows\system32\drivers\etc.  Open the “Hosts” file using a text editor such as Notepad.

2) Make a new entry for the IP address “98.117.59.37” and assign the Host name “hawking”.  You may add a comment to the line if you wish such as “Team Foundation Server Host”.

3) Save the changes to the “Hosts” file and exit the editor.
